The three- to four-year program is designed to challenge students with rigorous coursework and clinical preparation. Students will be trained in the areas of counseling theories and approaches for individual, family, and group treatment; diagnosis of mental health disorders; crisis intervention; addiction treatment; and advocacy to meet the needs of diverse clients.

“This new program will develop graduates who will become counselors who help people deal with issues such as depression and other mental disorders, marriage and family problems, job stress, and addiction,” said Dr. Cathy Longa, Program Chair and Graduate School faculty. “In addition to treating mental and behavioral health issues, counselors work on teams to develop or administer prevention or wellness programs. Graduates will be prepared to assume a variety of positions in the counseling field, including providing services in schools, hospitals, mental health centers, and social service agencies.”

Students will attend four on-campus residencies that focus on skill development and applying the knowledge gained in coursework. During this time, students will receive individual interaction, direction, and feedback from faculty members, opportunities to share experiences and insights with peers, and preparation for clinical work in practicum and internship settings.

Toward the end of the program, students will complete practical experiences in clinical settings where they will have the opportunity to put into practice what they have learned in their coursework and residency experiences. Students will practice foundational counseling skills and gradually integrate more advanced skills, while receiving individual and group supervision.
