CAMPUS RESPONSE TEAM -                

                        CRT 

 Every campus has a CRT. CRT members 

are recognizable by a radio or a red 

lanyard 
 The CRT serves as “Title IX Responsible 

Employees” and “Campus Security 

Authority” (CSA). Incidents are re-
ported to the CRT who then oversee 

the campus response to a crisis situa-

tion.  
 The CRT primarily directs  the immedi-

ate campus response until law en-

forcement and/or emergency response 

personnel arrive. 
 Any safety or security concern? Contact 

a CRT member.  



ID Badges 

 Must be worn at all times while 
on school property.  

 Lost your badge? A replacement 
can be obtained at your campus. 

 Found a lost ID badge? Please 
turn it in to any staff member. 

 

Parking 

 Most campuses require that all 
student, staff and faculty vehicles 
must have a parking sticker. 

 The sticker must be attached to a 
visible area (rear bumper or                        
back window).  

 Maintain a slow driving speed in 
the parking lot and watch out for 
other cars and pedestrians. 

 

Be a part of the solution 

 Park in designated areas only.   

 Lock your car doors and  DO NOT 

leave valuables in your car. 

 While on premises, DO NOT leave 

valuables unattended. 

 If an emergency arises such as a fire, 

lock down, evacuation, or shelter in 

place, follow the directions of your 

instructor or staff members. 

 Know who your campus CRT mem-

bers are, and review emergency re-

sponse plans that are posted on the 

Campus Safety and Security website.

A certified security officer is as-
signed to most campuses.  The on-
duty officer is available to escort 
students and employees to and 
from their car.  
The officer can be reached from 
the receptionist desk.
